Chicago Manual of Style (or "Turabian™)

This guide is based on The Chicago Manual of Style, 14t edition, available in the Nimitz Library ready
reference and general collections (call number: Z253.U69 1993) and A Manual for Writers of Term
Papers, Theses, and Dissertations, 6th edition, also available in the Library's ready reference and
general collections (call number: LB2369.T8 1996). The guide below only lists the most commonly
cited print and electronic sources. Consult The Chicago Manual of Style or Turabian's Manual for
Writers for examples of how to cite other types of sources.

Y ou may
wish to consult this newly revised edition for changes not yet reflected in the Library's online guide. | f
uncertain, check with your instructor for guidance.)

Y our instructor may prefer alternative citation forms. Be sure that you know your instructor's
preferences.

Bibliographies and Notes

A bibliography is an alphabetical list at the end of your research paper, usually arranged by author's | ast
name. (In the absence of an author, arrange by title.) It shows the reader what books, articles, and other
material you consulted in the preparation of your paper. It provides full publishing information about
these sources.

When these items are referenced in the body of the paper, either the endnote or footnote format is used
to show the reader the source upon which you are relying for a particular statement or quotation.

Both footnotes and endnotes are numerically arranged. Footnotes are placed at the bottom of any page
of text containing the information referenced. Endnotes are listed on one or more separate pages at the
end of the paper.

The first time you cite a particular source in afootnote or endnote, provide full publishing information
and also the page number(s) where the cited information may be found. Later references to the same
source should provide only the author's last name and the pertinent page number(s); in the absence of an
author's name, use thetitle.

The examples below illustrate these and other principles.

NOTE how in these and in subsequent examples the
bibliography entries begin at the left-hand margin, and
subsequent lines are indented. Conversely, the footnotes and
endnotes are indented in the first line, but not in subsequent
lines.

NOTE that for book chapters and all kinds of articles, the
exact page number(s) should be included in the footnote or
endnote. The bibliography entry should include the page
range for the complete chapter or article.

Generally well-known reference books are not listed in bibliographies; however, when they are
cited in notes, the publication facts are usually omitted except that the edition, if not the first,
must be specified. Cite the item, not the volume or page number, with the term s.v. (sub verbo,

which means “ under the word”).

Text division (if applicable) when there are no page
numbers in the electronic version. If there are
internal divisions (ex. Introduction), then use them
to indicate where the cited material can be found.
