He also received the 2002 Benjamin Elijah Mays Distinguished Leadership Award from the Morehouse School of Religion.  Black is acknowledged both as a deeply spiritual man and one of the most acclaimed preacher-orators in the world.  

The U.S. Naval Academy Band’s Brass Quintet and the Naval Academy Glee Club will provide musical accompaniment during the worship service.  The Glee Club has appeared on several network television shows, most notably for The Presidential 
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Inaugural Galas (CBS), The Kennedy Center Honors (CBS), Christmas in Washington (NBC), The Today Show (NBC) and Good Morning America (ABC). 
The Glee Club has performed masterpieces of the choral-orchestra literature throughout the country and internationally. Each year, these midshipmen represent the Navy and the Naval Academy with pride and distinction in schools, colleges, churches, cathedrals, and many of our country's finest concert halls.
